On Wednesday the
church commemorates
Edward the Confessor,
King (ca 1002 - 1066),
son of Ethelred “The
Unready”. He was
childless, and
somehow managed to
promise the throne, at

different times, to two different successors
- Harold Godwinson, and William of
Normandy - thus setting the scene for the
famous Battle of Hastings. He was
canonized in 1161 by Pope Alexander III in
recognition of his religious devotion, his
generosity to the poor and sick, his
chastity, his healing touch for scrofula (the
“King’s Evil”), and a number of miracles
attributed to him after his death. He also
initiated the building of Westminster
Abbey.

‘Then who can be saved?’ Jesus looked
at them and said, ‘For mortals it is
impossible, but not for God; for God all
things are possible.’

Peter began to say to him, ‘Look, we have
left everything and followed you.’ Jesus
said, ‘Truly I tell you there is no one who
has left house or brothers or sisters or
mother or father or children or fields, for
my sake and for the sake of the good
news, who will not receive a hundredfold
now in this age –  houses, brothers and
sisters, mothers and children, and fields –
but with persecutions – and in the age to
come eternal life. But many who are first
will be last, and the last will be first.’
